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	The Camp Invention Program 

…Brings Creativity and Teamwork to Local Schools this Summer

Children will solve the mystery of the missing inventor’s log, travel to outer space to create a Martian community, and build a time machine to travel back in time when the Camp Invention program returns to Hudson this summer.  At the Solon and Brecksville Camp Invention locations children will explore oceanography, brainstorm their way through multiple challenges as they look for lost treasure, and learn to use probability and estimation as they build games.  

Camp Invention is open to all children entering first through sixth grades (currently K-5), the program is scheduled at McDowell Elementary School in Hudson July 10-14, Lewis Elementary in Solon June 12-16, and at Brecksville Middle School June 19-23.  It is open to all area children.

The Camp Invention program fosters creativity, teamwork, inventive-thinking skills, and science literacy.  The program was created in 1990 by the National Inventors Hall of Fame Foundation, and receives support from the United States Patent and Trademark Office.

Throughout each day, children will participate in hands-on, interactive activities that encourage creativity and inventive solutions.  Each camp is staffed by local teachers and counselors.  The program features a low staff-child ratio, with one staff member for every eight children.

The $199 registration fee, due on or before May 31, includes daily snacks and a t-shirt.  A discount of $20 per child is offered through the Bring a Buddy program.  Registrations received after May 31 requires an additional $10 for late processing.  The program is limited to 110 children.

Bullying Study Focuses On Gifted Students

WEST LAFAYETTE, Ind., April 10 (UPI) -- Purdue University researchers say bullying of gifted students is an overlooked problem that leaves many such students emotionally shattered. 

In what is believed to be the first major study of bullying involving gifted students, researchers found that by eighth grade, more than two-thirds of gifted pupils had been such victims. 

"All children are affected adversely by bullying but gifted children differ from other children in significant ways," said Jean Peterson, an associate professor of educational studies. 

"Many are intense, sensitive and stressed by their own and others' high expectations and their ability, interests and behavior may make them vulnerable," said Peterson. 

Peterson and Karen Ray, a doctoral student in counseling psychology, surveyed 432 gifted eighth-graders in 11 states 

They found 67 percent had experienced bullying by eighth grade, 16 percent defined themselves as bullies and 29 percent had violent thoughts. 

The most common kind of bullying was name-calling, followed by teasing about appearance, intelligence and grades, and pushing and shoving. 

The results of the survey study are published in the April edition of Gifted Child Quarterly, and the results of the interview portion of the study will be published in the same journal in July.  http://www.upi.com/NewsTrack/view.php?StoryID=20060410-010242-3476r
